As you enter the front door, there are three windows, in a vertical row.   

 

THE SYMBOL FOR THE APOSTLE PAUL is  the top window.   An open Bible bearing the Latin words  

Spiritus Gladius (Sword of the Spirit) with a cross hilted sword on a shield. 
 

LUTHERõS ROSE is the middle window.  A cross on a heart, resting on the center of the Messianic Rose 

and surrounded by a circle to symbolize eternity.  This was adopted by Luther on his own Coat of Arms and 

as an expression of trust in God. 
 

A CANDLESTICK is the bottom window.  This reminds us that we are to be the òthe light of the worldó. 
 

THE RESURRECTION  is the first window.  It shows a butterfly, the ancient symbol of the transformation 

of the òresurrectionó (Philippians 3:20-21).  The cemetery also shows a cross reminding us of Jesusõ death, 
for our forgiveness and eternal salvation.  The roses at the bottom of the window are various colors of glass  

created in France, Belgium and England.  We are destined for  òresurrectionó (1 Corinthians 15:3-7 and 13). 
 

THE PENTECOST window shows the dove descending (Acts 2:38) and bringing the gifts of the Spirit to 

the church (Romans 12 and 1 Corinthians 12).  The Holy Spirit gives people power to witness to others 

about the resurrection of Jesus (Acts 1:8); convicts of sin (John 16:5-8 and Romans 10); gives spiritual gifts 

to the people of God enabling them to use them for the Kingdom of God; producing the òfruit of the Spiritó 

in a believerõs heart and life enabling the believer to live in the òimage of Godó acting as people of grace, 

demonstrating forgiveness and love (Genesis 1, John 13:34 and John 15:16, 26). 
 

THE PROMISE OF JESUS is depicted by the third window.  This window reminds us that Jesus, the òliving 

Wordó came as fulfillment of prophecy recorded in the Bible.  The red ribbon represents the promise of 

God through prophecy, (John 1:1-14).  Jesus said He was the òBread of Lifeó and during His final Passover 

meal on Maundy Thursday, He gave His disciples òbread and wineó and promised that He would send the 

Holy Spirit (John 6:52 and John 14:15) who would be the òComforter and Counseloró  needed in living out 

the Christian faith and ethic.  The ribbon in the doveõs wing continues to remind us of the promises of God. 
 

THE TRINITY WINDOW is the last window.  It expresses that God, the Father, Son and Holy Spirit are 

ONE GOD.  The window seeks to depict the Trinity by using three forms of water,  cloud, rain and ice and 

the traditional symbol of interlocking circles.  Jesus was born in a manger, announced by the Star of    

Bethlehem as the Light of the world (Colossians 1:15, 19-22) 
 

As you leave the Narthex and walk toward the Parish Hall, there is a large window depicting Jesus, our Lord 

and Savior.  This window was installed in memory of Wert Niemier and others after the congregation 

moved to McKee Road.
