PRESCHOOL OFFICE:  Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end.                                         

LIBRARY:  The CROWN OF LIFE.  The heavenly Zion, the final abode of the redeemed, is symbolized by 

the crown of glory, the palms of victory and the stars of heaven. 
 

Outside the door to the Parish Hall (overhead):  Marriage, A & O Chi Rho and Pentecost. 
 

SACRISTY:  CHI RHO (above sink) is the symbol for the Name of Christ.  In Greek these letters which 

look like an òxó and a òpó form a proper abbreviation of the name of Christ (the Anointed One).  They are 

actually the first two letters of the word òChristó in Greek. 
 

TRINITY:  A symbol for God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Ghost.  They are represented as 

being equal parts of a triangle whose sides are all equal.  As the triangle would be incomplete without one 

side, so the Holy Trinity is incomplete unless we worship all three persons, Father, Son and Holy Ghost.
